Devon TRF Teign to Tamar Spring 2012

Devon’s Teign to Tamar is back for our fifth weekend of guided riding around South Devon and 
beyond, riding some of the very best trails in the areas between the Rivers’ Teign and Tamar and to 
the South of Dartmoor. 

 

Riding will take place on Saturday 14th and Sunday 15th April 2012 
 

We will again be using Wheeldon Farm as our base for the weekend.  If you’ve been before you’ll 
know it’s the perfect place with its array of local trails leading out from the Farm, along with it being 
nationally a recognised off-road motorcycle training centre, with excellent self catering accommodation 
set in the heart of the South Hams, To check their facilities available go to -

We endeavour to cater for all riding abilities although most of the runs are geared to an intermediate 
rider, starting and finishing at Wheeldon Farm, where overnight security will ensure your bike and kit is 
well cared for. 
 
There is a maximum entry of 30 riders and Wheeldon Farm can accommodate up to 11 people (16/22 
if sharing or couples) at £50pppn (or £40pppn if sharing), this price includes full English breakfast.  
(Local B&B ‘overflow’, a local campsite and very limited campervan space at Wheeldon Farm, if 
needed). 
 
Two days guided riding and an evening meal for Saturday will cost £60 per rider.
